Abstract. This paper aims to demonstrate some specific articles that can be used while teaching the
speech acts of complaints, compliments, refusals, invitations and requests. Initially, it provides some general
background information about the activities, secondly it outlines clear objectives of each tasks and finally
discusses the advantages and disadvantages of these tasks.

Keywords: pragmatics, speech acts, compliments, refusals.

Introduction. Assessing pragmatics has not been considered to be a right option in the last few
decades. But recent research has denominated that it is essential to assess pragmatics in the classroom.
Cohen (2004) reveals some reasons of this aspect. Initially, teachers will be able to understand whether their
students are capable of learning the pragmatics which is accompanied by the instruction or not, thus, it
presents a great opportunity for educators. Secondly, teachers will be able to examine their students’
performance on diverse types of speech acts. Finally, teachers will be able to evaluate the learners’ abilities
and behavior in various sociocultural situations.

In his article Ishinara (2009) decodes assessing pragmatics as classroom based assessment and teacher
based assessment. The author also depicts three types of pragmatic ability assessment (linguistic, cultural,
analytic aspects). The following activities are going to be assessed according to these three aspects.

General description of the activities. These activities are designed for B1 level learners. It mainly
focuses on two types of speech acts, such as, apology and complaint. In addition, it covers some other
fragments of pragmatics and presents specific elements of diverse speech acts.

Situation 1

Mother: Where have you been son? (1) It is too late.

Son: Excuse me, mom. | was in the library with my friends. | think you know that tomorrow | am
going to take the final exam.

Mother: I know, but was it possible to work in the library in such a late hour? (2)

Son: Again you don’t believe me. You may ask John, he was also there.

Mother: Unfortunately, nearly 30 minutes ago John came and asked where you had been. It is quite
strange.

Son: Oh, really, erm... Sorry, but .... (3)

Mother: Honesty is the best policy, son.

Son: I am really sorry mom (4). | was with Mary and we were preparing together for our exams.
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Mother: You had to tell the truth from the beginning.

Son: Please excuse me for being dishonest (5). Will you?

Mother: You have to pass your exams with flying colors! (6)

Son: Thank you (7), | will do my best (8). You are the best mom in the world! (9)

Description of the assessment. The following type of assessment can be used as formative
assessment. According to Brookhart (2010) points out that formative assessment is both fruitful both for
teachers and learners. Even learners can be involved in the process of peer evaluation and this can make
ease the responsibility of teachers. The rubric and rationale are classified according to four grades and
measured in four clear aspects of evaluating pragmatics (restructured from Ishinara, Chapter 15) in the
classroom. The teacher can use it on a daily basis and note the marks in the check list form.

Justification of assessment. This type of assessment is preferable for both evaluating and diagnosing.
Teacher can analyze their learners’ abilities, intelligence and competence with this scoring instrument.
Learners can compete with one another and follow this instrument as a good range of scaling. Teachers may
understand whether they achieved their objectives or not.

Summary. This type of assessment: rubrics and rationale provides a great opportunity for teachers
and learners. Learners can work in groups and pairs; even they can be attracted individually. Instructors
measure learners’ capabilities, such as, their use of speech acts, interactions, grammar knowledge and
frequency of utilizing pragmatic patterns.

Description of the assessment. The following type of the assessment is based on analytic scoring.
According to Mukminatien (2000) analytic scoring is more advantageous than holistic one. It provides valid
bases of data in the form of scores of pragmatic activities and awareness in the classroom. This type of
assessment is also serves as feedback and teachers can evaluate learners by statistical procedure. Widiati
(1998) distinguishes two functions of analytic scoring, using the assessment as feedback and using the
instrument as remedial teaching.

Justification of the assessment. This type of assessment is easy to follow, monitor and reflect. It can
be an effective tool for teachers. Even instructors can design the activities based on these criteria. It indicates
what to involve, how to comprise and when to implement.

Summary. This type of assessment has more advantages than holistic scoring. It is significant to
determine that analytic scoring meets needs of learners and teachers. Even some other teachers may observe
the classes and make noteworthy analyses. Cohen (2004) suggests this type of assessment using regularly
as formative evaluations.
