TYPES OF LANGUAGE NOMINATION

This analysis is aimed at studying the semantic and stylistic properties that
are socially determined by the NB in the language system, the peculiarities
of their functioning in the artistic text. One of the conclusions of our study
of the linguistic material obtained as a result of the analysis is that socially
determined HB are mostly stylistically labeled. This conclusion has a
theoretical justification and confirms the thesis put forward in many papers
on the interaction of sociolinguistics and stylistics.

Types of Nomination There has never been much attention paid to the
interrelationship of derivation, compounding, collocation and polysemy
across languages, these being the standard linguistic names used for
processes and their results of various types of language nomination. While
the first three, being of a formal nature, have been mentioned above and
have to be examined separately, their obvious semantic counterpart,
polysemy, is common to all. In the sixties, S. Ullmann [Ullmann 1966,
